"Agenda for a plural Italy: recommendations for a reform of the law on immigration"
The project Agenda for a plural Italy: recommendations for the improvement of the legislative framework on immigration, realized by the Fondazione Basso, is the development and the conclusion of the work of different associations and non-governmental organizations, funded by the Open Society Foundations, which, taking the cue from their practical experience, outlined the necessary legislative and organizational reforms in the matter of protection of migrants’ rights.
The project was realized with the analysis of the documentation provided by the organizations and associations, and in particular their proposals, as well as through recommendations for the formulation of bills, which were gathered and summed up by Mrs Tatiana Guarnier, on behalf of the Fondazione Basso, in three articulate reports:
· control of immigration
· integration of immigration
· Refugees, asylum seekers, stateless persons.
Mrs Guarnier wrote a resumé of the conclusive recommendations following the discussions of such issues, which took place in a workshop on July 1st, 2013.
